It takes very little time to
learn how to use it and myself, Luke,
my son, and the two lads who work
with us are all quite familiar with it
now. It only takes around a couple of
hours to get the hang of it.’

David is also very pleased with the
other benefits it brings too.

‘It is a very well-designed machine
and obviously there has been a great
deal of thought gone into areas which
are very important to companies such
as ours. One of those is transport. It
fits easily on to the back of our Land
Rover and goes up ramps well on to
the back of a trailer behind a tractor.

‘The hydraulically-driven aspect of
it is another plus point too. When it

meets an obstruction it easily deals
with it as a result. We work on a lot
of land that is clay or flint and again it
handles very well.

‘I would definitely recommend it to
anyone. If you are looking for a really
great little machine that has great
power and will make your business
more efficient — without some of the

hard slog you normally have to put in
— then the KANGA TK216 is just the
one!
